GIVING WISELY -
The Pension Potection Act of 2006

If you are reading this newsletter and thinking about your charitable giving,
please consider including a contribution to Greenwich House. As you consider
this request, here are some helpful tips and new information you might find use-
ful*. The Pension Protection Act of 2006 included the following provisions:

* Taxpayers can donate money to a qualified charity directly from an IRA account,
up to $100,000 per year (2006 & 2007 only). The distribution is tax-free and
avoids the penalty on early withdrawals. NOTE: since the distribution will not
be included in taxable income, individuals will not be able to claim a tax deduc-
tion for the charitable contribution and the donor must be 701/2 years old.

* NO deduction is allowed for charitable contributions of clothing and household
items if such items are not in good used condition or better.

e Taxpayers must keep records of all cash donations. Individuals must show a
receipt from a charity, a canceled check, or credit card statement to prove their
donation. NOTE: you are not required to mail proof with your tax return but
will need the documentation in case of an audit.

TIMING IS EVERYTHING: Here are some helpful factoids regarding the tim-
ing of your year-end giving —in any year. Charitable gifts are deemed to be made
on the date of delivery and depend on the type of property contributed and the
method of transfer. Examples:

e Checks: 1) for hand-delivery, the date of the contribution is the day the check
is received by the charity; 2) Via U.S. Postal Service is the date of the USPS post-
mark or when the post office receives the envelope; 3) Via private delivery serv-
ice such as Fed Express or UPS, the date of the gift is when the charity receives
the gift, NOT when it is sent or received by the delivery service.

e Gift of Stock: the date of the gift is the date the securities are received by the
charity, either by hand-delivery of the securities or if by electronic transfer,
when they are received in the charity's account. If sent via US Postal Service,
the mailing date is the delivery date.

e Credit Card: contributions charged on a credit card are deductible in the year
the charge hits the donor's account. If you make a gift via credit card, please
try to allow for processing time before December 31st!

Greenwich House Sizzling with Synergy: Music &
Pottery Schools Interact with
Early Childhood Programs

“We're very excited about the
opportunities for cross promoting
and connecting the arts programs
within Greenwich House,” said
Nancy  Glauberman, Assistant
Executive Director of Arts &
Education, who came to Greenwich
House last spring to oversee the
establishment of the newly formed
Arts & Education Division at
Greenwich House. “For the first
time, we are taking advantage of the
abundant wealth of talent in the
music and pottery programs and
integrating them at the Barrow Street
Nursery School and the Greenwich
House  Preschool,”  explained
Glauberman, who has a doctorate in
early childhood education from
Columbia  University = Teacher's
College. “Working together, the pro-
gram directors have developed cre-
ative programs with an underpin-
ning in the arts but that also educate
through the arts and take advantage
of our synergies.”

An example of this new synergy is
the recent incorporation of a variety
of art classes into the daily activities
of both schools. Thanks to the efforts
of Greenwich House advisory board
member, Jeff Gregorio, the
Greenwich House preschool was
awarded a $10,000 grant from
Alliance  Bernstein/New  York
Community Trust. The money will
be used to implement creative cur-
riculums and the arts at the pre-
school, including Dalcroze music
classes. While specialist teachers
have been using this technique to
teach children ages 2-10 in music
classes at Greenwich House Music
School for 25 years, the school was
pleased to bring its specialty
Dalcroze Eurhythmics to the pre-
school program this year.

“My goal is to establish a joyful,
educational music environment for

young children,” said Mimi Hsu,
Dalcroze Eurhythmics Teacher.
“Students not only have a good time
in the class, they experience a basis
for meaningful musical knowledge.”

For a classic Dalcroze class, stu-
dents learn music through explor-
ing Eurhythmics, (they study
rhythm  through movement),
Solfege (sight-singing and ear
training), and Improvisation (key-
board /vocal/instrument). The main
focus for the children is to develop
the child's rhythmic sense; to raise

awareness and musical perception
through  experimental/guided
movement to nursery rhymes, music
games, stories and familiar songs.
As a Dalcroze Eurhythmics teacher,
Hsu performs on piano, synchro—
nized to the reactions of each person
in the class while the children play
various percussion instruments. “It
is a method that helps them under-
stand the rhythms of life,” said
Glauberman. Other benefits include
improved focus and concentration.
In addition to the integration of
arts into the curriculum, Greenwich

House is very proud to announce

several other exciting develop-

ments in the Arts & Education

Division:

e the preschool was recently

accredited by the National
Association for the Education of
Young Children (NAEYC),
meeting very stringent require-
ments including intensive eval-
uation of the facility, curriculum,
qualifications of teachers, staff
and administration.
e Carissa Sachs,is the new direc-
tor of the Barrow Street Nursery
School and proudly points to the
school's debut on the Internet,
www.barrowstreetnurs-
eryschool.com. Carissa said
“We are thrilled about the web-
site. It is competitive, colorful,
informative, and user friendly.”

e The nursery school has been
completely refurbished. The
rooms have new floors and were
repainted with specific colors
for each age group. The school is
bursting with new material
developmentally appropriate
for the kids at ages 2,3,4, and
consistent with the child cen-
tered Bank Street philosophy.

In a complementary effort to
meet the needs of Greenwich
Village families, the Parent & Child
Clay Connection is a brand new
class being offered this fall at
Greenwich House Pottery. It pro-
vides an opportunity for a child
and significant adult to bond
through creative and playful shar-
ing experiences. The 12-week pro-
gram is for children ages' 7- 12 and
takes place on Friday evenings or
Saturday mornings; students can
bring food and share dinner in the
studio before class begins.

The Music School RISES to the Challenge!

For over 30 years, the Mary Flagler
Cary Charitable Trust has provided
vital operating grants to the
Greenwich House Music School. The
total amount of support from the
Trust to-date is an astounding
$513,000! Due to a provision at the
time of the Trust's original formation,
it will close its coffers at the begin-
ning of 2009. But to ensure the future
financial stability of its long-time
(and very grateful) grantees, the
Trust's leadership devised a thought-
ful plan for the disbursement of its
assets including multi-year close-out
grants which will permit recipients
like the Music School, to plan ahead
for the eventual replacement of this
annual support. But the hallmark of

the plan is a challenge grant issued to
Greenwich House to raise $300,000
toward the Music School's endow-
ment fund. If these funds are raised,
the Trust will match them dollar-for-
dollar, bringing the school's endow-
ment fund to almost $1 million. The
income and interest from the fund
will be used for scholarships and the
school's music education outreach
programs in NYC public schools.
